USING THE MAGIC OF THE BIBLE

     People doubt that the Bible contains MAGIC, because most have been taught to believe that “Magic is of the Devil.” Yet, in every civilized country, and in uncivilized as well, you find superstitious people in great numbers. Normal educational methods often does nothing to quell man’s superstitious nature. 

     Mankind possesses a natural precautionary instinct that either turns him on to some things in life, or warns him away. We know, for example, that it is dangerous to handle radium and we have been taught that certain minerals and metals are radioactive and dangerous. Yet we handle gold, and silver, and precious stones and crystals without hesitation. Bible truth, once we know it, awakens inside us a spirit that can caution us or work for us, depending on how we use it. 

     We are told: “All scripture is given by inspiration of El,” (2 Timothy 3: 16). If we look at this text from the standpoint of the inherent spirit I just mentioned, it makes much sense. “Holy men of El, (those chosen and appointed by Yahweh), spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost,” (2 Peter 1: 21). “Ye shall receive power after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you,” (Acts 1: 8).

     Ten days after this was spoken, the Holy Ghost came upon the disciples – and came to stay as their teacher, guide and comforter and giver of power to all flesh, (all people). Yahshua said, “It is the Spirit that giveth life … the words that I speak unto you, they are spirit, and they are life,” (John 6: 63). “Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of El.” (Matt. 4: 4).

     So, the words of the Bible, especially, those words that can be proven to have been spoken by either the Messiah, Yahweh, or the disciples or prophets, contain a measure of magic power, even though down through the ages, translators and others have tried to delete some words and add others.

     I do not endorse witchcraft, Voodoo, or any other form of magic as a spiritual tool. It is wrong for a person to take every psalm or verse in the Bible that hints of something paranormal and make a fetish or magic amulet out of it. Many feel that the Bible is filled with magic spells and powerful chants. That is true. I depend upon the Bible historical record, as well as the various accounts of how magic was used anciently, as guides for the life I live.

     There are, in fact, two scriptures that many have used. I have personally used one of them many times. AND IT WORKS!

To use this text, one must have powerful faith in Yahweh to work through both the text and the user. Here it is:

     If a person is bleeding, either internally or externally, you pronounce the name clearly.  To illustrate, we’ll call our example Richard Roe … “Richard Roe, when I passed by thee, and saw thee polluted in thine own blood, I said unto thee when thou wast in thy blood, Live,” (Ezekiel 16: 6). “In the name of the Father, and the Son, and the Holy Ghost.
