THE MYSTERY OF ONENESS

     There has been much contention over the years about this ONENESS doctrine. Recently, a few questions have come in about it. Therefore, I believe it is time for an article on the subject.

     Yahweh is the “Father of all, who is above all, and through all, and in you all,” (Eph. 4: 6). “In Him we live, and move, and have our being; for we are His offspring,” (Acts 17: 28).

     There is no greater truth than the scriptures I’ve just quoted. Likewise, never have so many misunderstood a truth as the one I just spoke about.

     Yahweh is the “I Am” of you. He is that person whom you call “MY” when you say “My body,” or “My soul,” or “My spirit,” or “My mind.” “MY” is Yahweh.

     Let me explain. When Yahweh created the universe, He did it in such a way as to be able to infuse the entirety of the structure of the creation with the essence of His own mind. In this way, Yahweh, who is non-corporeal in being, “like the wind” in form, can be everywhere at the same time. However, in his nebulous, gaseous form, Yahweh’s being is made up of only intellect. He cannot “feel, sense, touch, hear, creation.” The fact that Yahweh decided to infuse creation with His essence enabled Him to place His being within the form of everything that exists and this, in turn, enables Him to sense whatever changes occurs anywhere in His creation. As far as those creations in which sentience, (the ability to think and feel and express) has arisen, Yahweh’s infusion of self enables Him to feel, see, hear, and to communicate through the sentient beings. Now you may re-read the paragraphs that came first in this article to discover what I meant when I say that when we refer to “my” anything, we are also referring to Yahweh, since He is a part of us.

     Now that you see the direction of this article, you know what I mean when I say that there is no place except where you are. There is nothing whatsoever except what you see and feel and touch and smell and taste. Yahweh, being a part of you, experiences you, the mini-cosmos, a singularity of being that is a part of His overall experience.

     While we are in a human body in the flesh, the Almighty that is in us, makes of us a part of the wholeness of the Creator. But, we, the personal we, is limited to the extent of our enlightenment/knowledge and our expression of Him in and through the flesh. In other words, the more we understand about Yahweh the better we are able to express Him. This is why there is so much spiritual ignorance in the world. It is due to ignorance. It is also due to the original rebellion staged by Lucifer so very long ago.      Just a bit over 2000 years ago the early Believers knew these truths: “All that believed were together, and had all things common,” (Acts 2: 44). “The multitude of them that believed were of one heart and of one soul: neither said any of them that ought of the things which he possessed was his own; but they had all things common,” (Acts 5: 32). “Now, I beseech you, brethren, by the name of our Master Yahshua Messiah, that ye all speak the same thing, and that there be no divisions among you; but that ye be perfectly joined together in the same mind and in the same judgement,” (1 Cor. 1: 10).

     You must understand, when men and women think right, they will think alike! “For they shall see eye to eye when Yahweh shall bring again Zion,” (Isa. 52: 8).

     There can never be a perfect world, or a New Age, or a New Kingdom until mankind realizes that Yahweh and ourselves and our brothers and sisters are One. One Elohim, One body, One mind, One soul, One spirit. To realize this spirit of Oneness is to take the first step toward a world that has achieved righteousness.
